CALL TO ORDER – Mike Johnson called the Public Meeting to order at 6:25 PM.

Previous Meeting Minutes - After reviewing the July 10th meeting minutes, Chris Hartsock moved, seconded by Jerry Walmer to approve the minutes as written.  The approving vote was 5-0.

SEWER OLD BUSINESS

Sewer Plant upgrade/funding – Chad shared a correspondence from ACNB regarding short term loans and the Line of Credit that is open.  No Board action at this time.  

Audit 7/1/24-6/30/25 – Chad said the Audit went well at the end of July and SEK only needed to be here on site for a day and half.  The rest of the Audit was done or will be done electronically.

SEWER NEW BUSINESS

WATER OLD BUSINESS


Reservoir Update- Kinsley dug the circle for the tank and the required dry pond.  Steve is to reach out to Mott’s to gauge their interest in more water from PVMA. 

Asset Management- Chad is to reach out to the Board for an Asset Management Workshop meeting in September. 

WATER NEW BUSINESS

Water Rates Resolution – Dave Wiser moved to approve the resolution that updates the water user fees for September 1st billing.  Chris Hartsock seconded the motion.  Approving vote was 5-0.  So adopted and executed. 


Superintendent Water Report (Steve Russell) – 

- After Control 21 calibrated the CL-17 analyzer it became nonfunctional.  Dave and Steve both had Callouts to check the chlorine levels which is required by DEP.  

-Kinsley is hauling millings from their project on Center Mills Road to the Reservoir. Dave is spreading out the millings on the reservoir lane and Steve is rolling it down.  

-Water Rules & Regulations need updated.  Water Rates need updated and fines for tampering with PVMA valves need to be inserted.  $250 was the suggested fine. Chad will have an edited version for the next meeting. 

-Steve was quoted $2,475 for the electric service transfer at the Labor Camp Well.
