CALL TO ORDER – Mike Johnson called the Public Meeting to order at 6:25 PM.

Previous Meeting Minutes - After reviewing the February 5th meeting minutes, Gerald Walmer moved, seconded by Lee Pomraning to approve the minutes as written. The approving vote was 4-0.

SEWER OLD BUSINESS

Sewer Plant Upgrade – Dan Perva from KPI was emailed for an update.  Chad indicated that all engineering costs paid by PVMA prior to the loan is reimbursable and asked the Board what they wanted to do with it once reimbursed.  After discussion it was agreed that those funds should be reimbursed and they could be reinvested into the PLGIT account until needed.  

SEWER NEW BUSINESS

Resolution No. 1-2026(S) – was presented to the Board by Chad.  Resolution is for applying for Pennvest funding and designating officials for the loan. Gerald Walmer moved, seconded by Dave Wiser, to adopt the resolution as written.  Motion carried 4-0.  Michael Johnson and Gerald Walmer executed the resolution. 

Memo for Collections process – Chad submitted the memo for review on the collection process for PVMA to post to the website so customers may be aware of the process.  A few edits were suggested by the Board. 

Operations Report (Dave Rupp)- 

	-The Chapter 94 report was completed and accepted by DEP.
	-Pecks Septic service upped their fees by $5
-A pipe coming into the pump station at 1616 Center Mills Road was capped by Chamberline & Wingert. This should stop the infiltration of ground water. 
-Call Out to 125 Opossum Hill Road for a bad pump.  Chamberlin & Wingert replaced the pump
-Repair done by Chamberlin & Wingert at 153 N. Main St.

WATER OLD BUSINESS

New Reservoir- Monark and Kinsley are in discussions for the leaking pipe in the meter pit.  The Mixer for the reservoir has come in $9,500 cheaper than originally quoted.  

WATER NEW BUSINESS

Resolution No.1(W)- Chad presented the resolution to update the fees in the water department.  Gerald Walmer moved, seconded by Lee Pomraning, to adopt the resolutions as presented.  Motion carried 4-0.  Michael Johnson and Gerald Walmer executed the resolution.

	-The Lab had to get a new computer.
	-Steve discussed the for a bypass around the old reservoir in case it fails.
	-Steve read off a Pa tampering law that applies to the water system.
	-Steve said that Travis Martin was available to come back part time.
	Mike Johnson said April start would be fine.

OTHER-

-138 N. Main St. - Bendersville property owner admitted to needing an additional EDU. 
Chad billed and set up a payment plan for them.
-Billed 125 Opossum Hill Road for pump replacement and labor.  Bill was paid.
-The Lab needed a new computer.  Chad got a quote from Kirbtech for $1,855 for a new 
computer and installation.  Chad purchased an equivalent computer online and had
Kirbtech set it up.  Final cost was $850 with savings of $1,005. 
-The Security system DVR defective and again asked for a quote from Kirbtech.  Quote was
over $4,000.  Chad will shop for a new DVR and employee will install.  We will use Kirbtech
to set it up if necessary.
